Volunteer Military Bands:
In the 1850s, Britain there was a growing military threat fiérance and in May 1859 the a Volunteer Force was formed as a citizen
army of parttime rifle and artillery volunteers to support the British Army stretched by oversea commitments. These were locally
raised volunteer corps angly October 1860 there were Zlb-divisions in Cornwall each consisting of about 100 men. Most of the
major towns had a core with Truro having two. These were placed into two battalions™ teldnteer Battalion based in Penzance
and the 2° Volunteer Battalion based in Bodmin.

In1881 the organisation was rationalised and the corps were brought into the new county regimental structure with the names of
the Mand 29+ 2 f dzy G SSNJ .

In 1908 the Rifle Volunteers were brought closeoithe framework of the county regiments and became a part of a new Territorial

The relevance of this is that most of the corps set up in the 1850s and 1860s had a band and many of them competeddaghe var
brass band contests. This was not afa@opular as, despite the reference to volunteer, some of the independent bands considerec
that they were professional musicians.
