There is a substantial, unique part of Cornwall’s commercial history that is now being told. From 1890, H.T.P. was a conglomerate of several companies that included
milling, shipping, baking, wool treatment and motor transport; it was a part of everyone’s life in Cornwall and beyond.

The company was created from four famous Cornish families and the book, ‘H.T.P. The Great Cornish Conglomerate’* covers the period from 1852 to 1936 It will be
followed by another covering the 40 years of Farm Industries Ltd. The lecture depicts a period of considerable change in agriculture, business methods, technology and
attitudes during a hundred and twenty years, including two World Wars. From a wealth of company ledgers, papers and newspaper reports, it explains how the directors
tried, and generally failed, to shake off their feudal backgrounds and operate a multimillion pound company over a large area. It contains a lot of names, inter-family
relationships and community history in addition to that of the company.
